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Toolkit for Ambassadors
What is an ambassador?
An Ambassador will be a representative for, and promoter of, the UK 
Landscape Award 2010. Your role will run from 22 February to 27 August 2010.

As an Ambassador for the UK Landscape Award 2010 you are asked to spend 
the equivalent of four days over a period of six months informing people about 
the UK Landscape Award and the European Landscape Convention.

While we have asked you to commit four full days for this scheme (for those attending the training day, this is included within your four days) we do not expect you to have to take days off work to fulfil your role. Ideally, you will be conducting your Ambassadorial duties through calling people and e-mailing them and, if convenient for you, meeting with them. Do remember it is four days over six months, so no more than 3.5 hours per month, and you can distribute this time as you like over the six month entry period; we are not holding you to a strict schedule or specific hours on specific days. If you have any concerns about this, please contact the LI.

How will the LI support you?
If you have any questions, please ring any of the contacts at the LI and we will answer your questions and provide you with any assistance you may need.
Once you have established interest from an organisation or individual, we will assist you in providing them with regular updates about the UK Landscape Award by adding them to our mailing list. This does not mean your relationship with them ends at this point; in fact we encourage you to stay in contact with them.
If entrants have particular concerns that you think they should speak to us about, please provide them with our contact details and we will be happy to help.
You will be provided with a list of all Ambassadors, along with their regions, so you can contact each other, if necessary. This will be sent to you shortly after the training day and will include the names of people who were not present at this event. Please feel free to get in touch with those you have not met previously to introduce yourself.
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
